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Abstract

1. The question about the credibility of the Gospels cannot be resolved by modern standards. It is rather to ask what criteria were used by the organizers of the New Testament canon, when the four "canonical" Gospels  were accepted instead of the probably 68 gospels that existed then. These criteria can be reconstructed when based on a comparison between the four Gospels and those other writings.
2 About the authenticity of Jesus words, there are no criteria that have been proved as successful. As before, every choice is arbitrary.

3 Some other approaches in the research should be abandoned: a) One should renounce the euhemeristic model of the gradual increase of the divinity of Jesus; b) one must abandon the theory that the Gospel of John was "late" and historically worthless.

4 It is nevertheless possible a weighting of Jesus words, in Christological terms. The pondering can be a searching in a word/an act of Jesus as a Christological fundament, in such a way that one may find the divinity in Jesus. It can also be useful to take a look at the Pauline theology.
